Installation

Remove all packing materials from the PLB-2N. Check that all foam and plastic padding is removed.
Always disconnect all components from electric mains power supply before cleaning or servicing.
Damages caused by non-observance are not subject to warranty.

If you have any doubts regarding the installation, please consult your retailer or service department for
more details.

Set Up and Operation

Follow the directions below, as they pertain to your preferred operation mode.

Before plugging in all components, always make sure that the power supply matches the product
specification voltage.



Wood stud wall Mounting

A Warning A

* Make sure that the supporting surface will safely support the combined load of the equipment and all
attached hardware and components.

* Firmly tighten the woodscrews, but do not overtighten. Overtightening can damage the bracket,
thereby greatly reducing their holding power.

* When mounting the bracket to wood wall studs, make sure that the mounting screws are anchored into
the center of the studs. Use of an "edge to edge” stud finder is highly recommended.

* Hardware provided is for mounting through or attachment to a standard thickness drywall or plaster into
studs. Installers are responsible to provide hardware for other types of mounting situations.

1) The wall plate must be mounted to the two studs. Use a stud finder to locate the edges of the studs.
It is highly recommended to use an edge-to-edge stud finder. Based on the edges, draw a vertical
line down each stud’s center.

2) Genltly place the wall plate on the wall as a template. Mark the center of the four mounting holes.
Make sure that the mounting holes are on the stud centerline.

3) Dirill four 1/8" (3mm) dia. holes 1.2" (30mm) deep. Secure it by using four lag bolts (W-A) and four M6
washers (W-C) as shown in Fig. 2.

Solid Brick and Concrete Block Mounting

A Warning A

* When installing the wall mounts on a cinderblock, verify that you have a minimum of 1-3/8" of actual
concrete thickness in the hole to be used for the concrete anchors.

e Do not drillinfo mortar joints!

* Be sure to mount on a solid part of the block, with a 1" minimum from the side of the block. You should
use an electric drill at low speed to drill the hole, instead of a hammer drill to avoid breaking out the
back of the hole when entering a void or cavity.

* The installer must verify that the supporting surface will safely support the combined load of the
equipment and all attached hardware and components.

* Use the wall plate as a template to mark the 6 holes on the wall. Four in the top row slots and two more
in the bottom row, as shown in Fig. 3.

* Pre-drill these holes with a 1T0mm masonry bit fo a depth of at least 60mm.
Insert a concrete anchor (W-B) into each of these holes.

Attach the wall plate to the wall by using 6x lag bolts (W-A) and éx Mé washers (W-C), as shown in Fig. 4.



Installing Adapter Brackets

* To prevent scratching of the TV screen, take a soft cloth and place it on a flat, leveled surface which
will support the weight of the screen. Be sure that there are no objects (screws, etc) laying below the
cloth.

* Place the TV screen face side down. Place the adapter brackets on the back of the screen, align the
holes and center them on the back of the screen, as shown in Fig. 5.

* Attach the adapter brackets to the back of the screen by using the appropriate combination of
screws, washers, as shown in Fig. 6.

* Begin with the shortest screw, hand thread it through the washer and the adapter bracket and into the
screen as shown in Fig. 6.

* The screws must be furned at least three full furns intfo the mounting hole. It should be carefully fitted into
place. Be sure to fasten the screws snugly. Do not over tighten.

¢ If a screw cannoft be turned three full turns intfo the screens mounting hole, select a longer screw from
the baffled fastener pack. Repeat this process for the remaining mounting holes, level the brackets and
tighten the screws snugly. Do not over tighten.



Hang the brackets with the TV mounted onto the wall plate

Warning: At least 2 qualified people are required to execute this operation.
Mounting the TV screen with a pitching angle of 0° (vertical)

* After the wall mounting bracket has been safely secured to the wall, carefully lift your TV (with 2 people)
and hook the top hooks over the top of the wall plate rail, as shown in Fig. 7.
* Tighten the safety screws on the display brackets with a 5mm allen key (M-F) as shown in Fig. 7.

Important: Make sure the TV screen is correctly hooked and the safety locking-screws are locked safely
before loosening the TV.

Maintenance

The operator has to make sure that safety-relating and machine-technical installations are to be
inspected by an expert after every yearin the course of an acceptance test.

The operator has to make sure that safety-relating and machine-technical installations are to be
inspected by a skilled person once a year.

The following points have to be considered during the inspection:

1. All screws used for installing the device or parts of the device have to be tightly connected and must
not be corroded.

2. There may not be any deformations on housings, fixations and installation spotfs.

3. Mechanically moving parts like axles, eyes and others may not show any fraces of wearing.

4. The electric power supply cables must not show any damages or material fatigue.

The DMT PLB-2N requires almost no maintenance. However, you should keep the unit clean, by wiping
the cover with a damp cloth. Do not immerse in liquid. Do not use alcohol or solvents.
