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4. Installation 

 Safety Instructions for Installation

● Make sure that the installation location is free of any obstructions and the speaker cables do not 

come in contact with other objects. 

 Personal Protective Equipment

 Installation Site Requirements 

● The device must be installed only indoors.

To mount the device on a distance pole: 

 

 Place the subwoofer on a level stable surface. 

 Insert the distance pole into the threaded 

mounting opening on the top of the 

subwoofer. 

 Turn the distance pole clockwise to secure the 

distance pole to the subwoofer.

 Setup with 2 Active Subwoofers 

To connect 2 full-range speakers to 2 subwoofers (NRG-12SA/15SA/18SA), follow the steps below:

range speaker to the 3-pin XLR connector THRU A of the 1st active subwoofer. 

 Repeat step 1 to connect the 2nd active full-range speaker to the 2nd active subwoofer.

To connect 2 full-range speakers to 1 subwoofer (NRG-12SA/15SA/18SA), follow the steps below:

range speaker to the 3-pin XLR connectors THRU A of the active subwoofer. 

 Use a 3-pin XLR cable to connect the combined line-level connector IN (18) of the 2nd active full-

range speaker to the 3-pin XLR connector THRU B of the active subwoofer. 

 Connect the active subwoofer to the audio mixer.

You can use the NRG-8A in a setup without an audio mixer and connect it to a 2nd active full-range 

speaker NRG-8A. In this setup the device functions as a mixer, combining all input signals.  

You can connect a microphone and a musical instrument, as well as stream a signal via the Bluetooth 

and output all signals together. 

To complete the setup, follow the steps below: 

 Make sure that all devices are switched off. 

 Connect a microphone to the combined microphone connector IN (19) as necessary. 

 Connect a musical instrument to the combined line-level connector IN (18) as necessary. 

 Connect a streaming source device via the Bluetooth as necessary. See 6.3.1. Pairing with a 

Streaming Source Device on page 24. 

 Connect a 2nd active full-range speaker. See 5.2. Connecting Multiple Devices on page 18.

The NRG-8A has an integrated Bluetooth receiver with TWS (True Wireless Stereo). You can pair the 

NRG-8A with a personal computer or a smartphone with Bluetooth (a streaming source device) to stream 

sound. 

There are 2 setups via Bluetooth possible: 

● Mono mode setup – See 5.5.1. Mono Mode on page 22 

● Stereo mode setup – See 5.5.2. Stereo Mode on page 23 

Note: 

Make sure that there is clear line of sight between 2 Bluetooth devices. 

The average effective range between Bluetooth devices is 10–30 m. The effective range depends on the 

receiver sensitivity, the transmit power, the antenna gain and the path loss. Path loss occurs over 

distance and is impacted by the environment in which the signal is being transmitted. Sources of 

interference between the transmitter and the receiver deteriorate the signal.  

 Mono Mode 

In mono mode 1 active full-range speaker is paired with the streaming source device. The active full-

range speaker outputs only the left channel (mono signal). You can connect more active full-range 

speakers to the 1st active full-range speaker in a daisy-chain. 

To complete the mono mode setup, follow the steps bellow: 

 Connect 2 or more active full-range speakers in a daisy-chain as necessary. This step is optional. You 

can complete the setup in mono mode without connecting other active full-range speakers. 

 Connect the active full-range speaker(s) to the power supply. See 5.6. Connecting to Power Supply 

on page 23. 

 Switch on the active full-range speaker(s). See 6.2. Switching On/Off on page 24. 

 Pair the 1st active full-range speaker with the streaming source device. See 6.3.1. Pairing with a 

Streaming Source Device on page 24. 

 Adjust the gain controls of the active full-range speaker(s). See 6.4. Adjusting the Gain on page 25.

In stereo mode 1 active full-range speaker is paired with the streaming source device and a 2nd active 

full-range speaker is linked to the 1st active full-range speaker. The 1st active full-range speaker, 

connected to the streaming source device, outputs the left channel of the stereo signal and the 2nd 

active full-range speaker outputs the right channel of the stereo signal. 

To complete the stereo mode setup, follow the steps bellow: 

 Connect the 2 active full-range speakers to the power supply. See 5.6. Connecting to Power Supply 

on page 23. 

 Switch on the 2 active full-range speakers. See 6.2. Switching On/Off on page 24. 

 Pair the 1st active full-range speaker with the streaming source device. See 6.3.1. Pairing with a 

Streaming Source Device on page 24. 

 Link the 2nd active full-range speaker to the 1st active full-range speakers. See 6.3.2. Linking to 

Another Device on page 25. 

 Adjust the gain controls of the 2 active full-range speakers. See 6.4. Adjusting the Gain on page 25.

NRG-8A with a personal computer or a smartphone with Bluetooth (a streaming source device) to stream

 Pairing with a Streaming Source Device 

You can pair the NRG-8A with a streaming source device via Bluetooth. 

To pair the devices, follow the steps bellow: 

 Press and hold down the BT pairing button (11) until the BT pairing LED indicator (10) starts flashing.  

 Switch on the Bluetooth functionality on the streaming source device and scan for available 

Bluetooth devices. 

 Select the NRG-8A from the list of available Bluetooth devices and pair the devices. When pairing is 

completed and the devices are connected the BT pairing LED indicator (10) turns on. 

To terminate the connection with a streaming source device via Bluetooth, press and hold down the BT 

pairing button (11) until BT pairing LED indicator (10) starts flashing. When the connection is terminated, 

the BT pairing LED indicator (10) turns off.  

Note: 

If you switch the device off and on again, the device automatically reconnects to the last connected 

Bluetooth source device. If you want to pair the device to a different streaming source device, you need 

to terminate the current Bluetooth connection.  
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 Linking to Another Device 

You can link one NRG-8A to another NRG-8A via Bluetooth to stream sound in stereo mode. 

Press and hold down the BT stereo button (12) until the BT stereo LED indicator (13) starts flashing to link the 

devices. When linking is completed and the devices are connected the BT stereo LED indicator (13) turns 

on. 

To unlink a device, press and hold down the BT stereo button (12) until the BT stereo LED indicator (13) 

turns off. 

Notes: 

● If you switch the device off and on again, the device automatically reconnects to the last linked 

device. If you want to link the device to a different device, you need to terminate the current 

Bluetooth connection.  

● If you unlink a device in stereo mode, the device connected to the streaming source device 

continues the streaming in mono mode. 

 Adjusting the Gain 

The device has 3 gain controls for each input channel and 1 master gain control for overall balance. 

Turn the controls to the left/right to respectively increase/decrease the output volume per input channel 

for the connected signal sources. 

● Use the microphone gain control (07) to adjust the microphone volume. 

● Use the line level gain control (08) to adjust the line signal volume. 

● Use the Bluetooth signal gain control (09) to adjust the Bluetooth signal volume. 

● Use the master gain control (06) to adjust the overall sound balance.  

 DSP Settings 

The NRG-8A has an internal DSP (Digital Signal Processing) which optimizes the output sound depending 

on the type of the input sound source. 

Press the DSP button (04) repeatedly to select one of the 4 options. The LED indicator of the selected 

option lights up. 

 

● Contour:  Use this setting with streaming services where the source signal is highly 

compressed. This setting enhances the low and high tones which 

makes the source signal sound full 

● Flat:  Use this setting to output a linear sound not adjusted by the DSP 

● Speech:  Use this setting in combination with a microphone. This setting 

enhances the mid tones and activates the high-pass filter, which makes 

the human voice sound open and crisp 

● +Sub:  Use this setting when a subwoofer is connected to the device. The 

crossover point and the phase behavior are set to suit the subwoofers 

from the NRG range 
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6.6. LED Statuses 

The device has 4 status LED indicators (05) and a clip LED indicator (20). The LED indicators have the 

following statuses: 

 

● Protect:  Illuminates when the amp is overloaded. This can happen when 

the input signal is too high or when the ambient temperature is too 

high. Decrease the volume of the connected device 

● Limit:  Illuminates prior to the amp clipping and distorting. Adjust the input 

levels so that this LED indicator illuminates only briefly during the 

highest peaks. If you operate the device with this indicator 

continuously on, this will result in degraded sound quality and 

could damage or reduce the service life of the components 

● Signal:  Illuminates when signal is present 

● Power:  Illuminates when the device is powered on 

 

● Clip:  Illuminates when the input signal from the connected microphone 

is too high. Adjust the microphone gain
