Claims

Center of Gravity
While installing the fly bar, you should always bear in mind the center of gravity of your current Odin
setup. The position of the chain shackles with the dedicated slings is indicated by the arrows (see fig. 03).
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Set Up and Operation

Follow the directions below, as they pertain to your preferred operation mode.

Truss Mounting Example

01) Assemble your Odin line array according to your preference.

02) Mount the fly bar to your Odin line array, by means of the dedicated rigging pins.

03) Mount 4 Showtec Chain Shackles (70428/70429/70430/70431/70432/70470/70471/70472) to the fly
bar.

04) Attach 4 Showtec slings (70400/70401/70402/70403/70409/70410/70411) to the chain shackles and
hang your Odin line array from a truss.
